HYDROGEN FUEL CELL 
VEHICLES TO BIRMINGHAM 
UNIVERSITY 

Working as part of the ‘Microcab 
consortium’ RDM has recently 
delivered five hydrogen fuel cell 
vehicles to Birmingham University. 
The Microcab is targeted as a city 
low energy clean emissions vehicle 
with a range of 100 miles and a top 
speed of 40mph. The only emission 
the vehicle has is water vapour. 
RDM has lead the project and has 
designed and built all of the vehicle 
electrical systems including a new 
telematic system for remote access 
to the vehicle on board systems 
including the status of the fuel cell 
itself. RDM has also provided the 
build support and facilities for the 
project together with the technical 
integration of the fuel cell system.
